COVID 19 VACCINE UPDATE

TOILET MAINTENANCE ALERT 
 

Residents should be inspecting their 
bathroom toilets for wear and tear as part 
of routine maintenance.  The wax ring can 
fail and will result in leaks to the unit below 
bathroom ceilings or water damage to 
flooring in the bungalows.  They should be 

checked and maintained to ensure against costly leaks 
that will cause unnecessary and costly damage. Wax rings 
usually require no maintenance and can last 30 or more 
years, often as long as the toilet itself. But sometimes wax 
rings can dry out, crumble, and fail prematurely. When that 
happens, they need to be replaced.  
 

Three signs itôs time to replace your toilet wax ring 

¶ Water around the toilet base 

¶ Bad odors coming from the toilet 

¶ Ceiling or floor damage 
 

The first sign of a failing wax ring is water that seems to 
be seeping out of the base of your toilet. Other signs to 
look for include: water stains on the ceiling from the floor 
above, a lingering, unpleasant bathroom odor from 

escaped sewer gasses and the telltale sign of wax ring 
failure is water leaking out from around the base of 
the toilet.  Any leaks can rot the floor or subfloor, so 
address them quickly.

PEST INFESTATION 
 

It is spring time and New Horizons is 
experiencing an increase in unwanted pests. 
When you feed birds or wild animals near 

your property, you increase the potential consequences 
that rodents will find the food source. Once an animal 
locates a steady source of food, you can be sure it will 
make return visits when itôs time for the next meal. 
 

Feeding wild animals in New Horizons is against the Rules 
and Regulations. 
 

1. Resident & Guest Rules & Regulations, Section 
PETS, p.9 

f. The feeding of wild birds and animals is PROHIBTED. 
 

No one at New Horizons should feed wildlife because it 
also feeds rodents. Eventually these rodents will find their 
way into the building. For this reason, the above stated 
rules are in place. Dumpsters are an additional source of 
pest infestation.  The trash bins lids should always be 
closed:  garbage overflowing attracts rodents.   
 

Please make sure the trash bin lids are closed to protect 
against an infestation, if the bin is full, go to the next 
available dumpster to deposit trash. 
 

Please follow the rules of the community. They are 
established to protect us all and help keep our community 
free of unwanted pests.

RULES & REGULATIONS 
 

GARAGES  
 

Garage spaces are part of the common 
area. Each owner of a space is entitled 
to its exclusive use. However, its 
character as part of the common area 
prohibits the following:  

 

a. Bulk storage 
b. Conversion to a hobby shop 
c. Auto repairs 
d. Any other use which in effect displaces a vehicle 
e.  Renting of garage spaces to non-residents 
f.  Sleeping or residing in parked vehicles or in the 

garage 
g. Backing vehicles into the garage  

 

Certain limited storage, in addition to that available in the 
existing cupboard, is permissible subject to the same general 
restrictions that apply to other exclusive common area property, 
such as patios.  
 

Temporary exception to the above rules may be granted at the 
discretion of the Condo Code Enforcement Committee.  
 

GARAGE DOOR REMOTE CONTROL  
 

This device is the personal property of the unit owner/resident. 
Maintenance of the control is the responsibility of the unit 
owner/resident. 
 

DRIVEWAYS  
 

The speed limit throughout New Horizons is 10 mph.  
 

REGULATORY DEVICES  
 

Regulatory devices on common property not; such as signs, 
parking restrictions, curb painting, speed limits and speed 
bumps, shall be added or eliminated solely at the discretion of 
the Board of Governors by majority vote at a regularly 
constituted Board meeting. (February, 1996, Board vote)  
 

To provide emergency stations for use in time of disaster, the 
Board of Governors may authorize the permanent parking of 
particular vehicles in specially designated locations in the 
common area. 
 

PARKING LOTS  
 

1. Parking in the common area is limited to 72 continuous 

hours. An extended parking permit may be obtained 

from the Association office. 

2. Recreational vehicles may be parked in the common 

area for no more than 48 hours for the purposes of 

cleaning, loading or unloading. 

3. Residentsô vehicles may be washed only in the 
designated areas.  

 

Action against violators of parking regulations may result 
in a fine or the towing of the illegally parked vehicle. 
Unlicensed or inoperative vehicles will be deemed to be 
ódead storageô no time period shall be required to declare 
them illegally parked.
