Condo Code Enforcement-Arlo Creamer; Still work-
ing on excess car situation in area 6, garage inspec-
tion showed not too many other violators. Residents
in areas 3 & 5 are being notified in advanced that,
garage doors will be opened up by our men, viola-
tions will be given out where necessary. So please
clean up your garage before we get there.

Grounds Maintenance-Joyce Harrington: 2 major pro-
jects; area 5 is testing new sprinklers with the goal of
changing out all sprinklers. Again there are rebates to
encourage water reduction. Because we’re considered
commercial property we will get more money on our
rebates (double.) Water prices are going up. Torrance
pays $4.34 per unit for water and San Diego pays
$9.00 per unit. This is because the State is trying to
encourage city to reduce consumption. Gene Arund is
checking for more rebates. Waste management (Re-
public) was going to go up 7%. Yesterday we negoti-
ated an extension of a 3% increase, with the next 2

years each going up 5%. With 2 additional bins,
that’s under $6 per unit, per month. Approx. $39 to
$40 thousand dollars a year. Republic damaged the
corral in garage KK and we will let them know so
they can repair it.

Paul Cohen’s remarks supporting Joyce Harrington,
Chair, on the Republic's proposed 3 Yr. Exten-
sion, follow:

. Republic is offering a 3-year extension
starting 1/1/14
o The maximum increase is: 3% in

2014; 5% in 2015; and 5% in 2016. These increas-
es are negotiable at the time.
. Republic has been New Horizons' trash
pickup company for at least 5 years. Over this time
the cost has been around $40,000/yr.
. They have given us a good service, and
provided 2 recycle bins free of charge.
. At $40,000, the cost per unit is
$6.00/month.
. All trash companies have had financial
pressure on paying for landfill use with the closing
of Puente Hills scheduled for closing in November,
2013,
. Republic made a Presentation on recycling
to the Board a few months ago.
. Tony says that Republic has been a good
company to work with.
. NH's gains immediately, because 2014 in-
crease could have been 7%, without Extension in-
stead of the negotiated 3%
Insurance-Tom Kasterko: Insurance budget for next
year is completed. Have 3 companies bidding. Just
waiting for employees medical.
Newsletter-Paul Cohn: Have published 2 newslet-
ters without Jacob here. No problems.
Recreation Council-Jeannie Rennhack: Labor
picnic is one week away and we need volunteers.
Setup helpers, Ice Chest, Cold drink servers, etc.
Resident and Orientation-Jim Kenny: When inter-
viewing new residents it’s important to verify that
the new residents comply with the age require-
ments. And we must follow the Family Law regard-
ing spouses’. What is a spouse? A spouse is a hus-
band, wife, partner, next of kin, significant other or
other half.

We are close to investing on the start
of the roof project and Gary has done a great job in pushing
ahead with this project.

The budget committee has met with all the funded chairs and
received their recommendations for next year. We are work-
ing with the insurance Committee and the Chairs that have
property responsibilities to come up with our new budget. We
are not even there yet. We are looking at all our cash accounts
and investing whatever we can. Unfortunately, the interest
rates are very low, but some interest income is better than no
income. Our receivable collections are low. We have collect-
ed all but $1000 in termite collections. We will have to write
off about $7,000 in uncollectible maintenance fee this year.
One last thing about the water pipe leaks that we are having |
would like to demonstrate a more economical way of doing
patching that what we have been doing and that is Sharkbite
fittings.
